The wellbeing of marae has as much to do with the whare as it
does with the whanau. This initiative invests in both the physical
and cultural development of marae.

Physical development

Oranga Marae will invest in the physical development of marae
such as repairing whare or other capital works.

Cultural development

Oranga Marae will support descendants to learn about tikanga
and kawa or upskill in traditional practices, such as whaikorero
or karanga.

- Traditional or urban marae

- Gazetted on Maori reservation land or general land

What can you apply for?
- Grants to support marae development planning
«  Grants to obtain technical or feasibility reports

- Funds to implement both cultural and capital works on the marae

Before making an application for funding, it is important that there is a
development plan for your marae. This is a plan for the future of your marae.

Many marae may already have a plan. If however, you need assistance
to put one together, there is support available through Oranga Marae.
